








16  Once you’ve got all the main 
parts in place, sit back and take a look 
at the design. I need to add our company 
logo and I’m not happy with the top of 
the deck yet. It doesn’t seem balanced 
with that space in the top right, so I’m 
going to make some adjustments.

17  I thought it would be appropriate to work the 
logo into the piece, so I added it as a tattoo to the 
woman’s arm. I’ve also tweaked the top portion of the 
deck, which is now looking much better. The colours 
have been altered too, but it’s still not quite there yet.

18  Using the Isolate Selected Group feature 
(from the Adjustments menu) I decided to add some 
white to help separate some of the background 
elements. This has lifted the piece and helped to add 
that extra layer of depth to the artwork.

19  Let’s add some extra details. I’ve incorporated 
some roses that I’d already created for another project, 
and added some drips falling into the girl’s mouth at the 
top, which helps to bring out the seductive yet dark edge 
of the graphic. 

20  Delete the guides. As a 
fi nal touch I added a little extra 
padding to the top-right portion of 
the deck. To fi nish, select all 
elements, group them (Ctrl/Cmd+G) 
and go to Object>Expand. Add a 
Clipping Mask to the artwork 
and crop it to your 9x33-inch 
artboard size. 
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
