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05  Once you’ve fi nished adding 
regions to your template and you’ve 
chosen your user-accessible styles, you 
need to upload the fi les to your server. 
Dreamweaver automatically creates an 
‘includes’ folder that you must also 
upload to your server – this contains a 
number of JavaScript fi les that provide 
the editing functionality once activated.

04  Continue to add editable 
regions and repeating regions as is 
appropriate for your template. 
Repeating regions are useful where your 
client might want to create multiple 
similar entries in a document. News 
stories, product descriptions or 
upcoming events are examples where 
this would be suitable.

03  You can manage the classes and styles that are 
available within the editing interface; this ensures you can 
maintain design integrity while giving the client access to all 
the formatting options you’ve preset in your style sheet. Tick 
the checkbox next to the style sheet you want to expose to the 
user. By adding all user-selectable styles to a separate style 
sheet, you can limit access to approved styling.

10  Click ‘Edit’ to 
enter the editing mode. Click 
on the area you wish to 
change, then type as usual. 
Standard word processor 
formatting options can be 
chosen from the editing bar; 
any options not permitted in 
the template are greyed out. 
CSS classes are accessed 
via the Advanced drop-down 
menu. You can manage 
images and uploads directly 
from the editing panel by 
clicking the ‘images’ button. 
Finally, click ‘Save’ to 
commit your changes.

08  Once you’ve completed the site sign-up, navigate 
back to the InContext homepage. Click on the name of your site 
(not the URL) and you’ll be taken to a screen that enables you 
to set up users. You can invite a user by entering their name, 
email address and setting a permission level. The user will get 
an email inviting them to sign up for InContext. Note that 
‘editors’ can’t publish pages, so for small companies the 
‘publisher’ role is the right choice.

07   Click on the Register Website 
button on the left-hand side once you’re 
logged in, and enter your password to 
confi rm. You’ll now need to provide 
Adobe with valid FTP settings to access 
your server, along with some other 
website-related settings such as the 
name of the public root folder.

09  When the user accepts the invitation to become an 
InContext Editing (ICE) user, they’ll be taken through a sign-up 
process that assigns them to the website and gives them an 
introduction to using the service. Page editing is enabled by 
default if you choose the ‘edit content’ option from the ICE 
homepage, but equally you can navigate to the website as 
normal then press Ctrl/Cmd+E to bring up the editing panel.

06  Point your web browser to 
http://incontextediting.adobe.com and 
log in with your Adobe ID. You must have 
an Adobe ID to use InContext Editing, so 
you’ll need to set one up for yourself if 
you don’t already have one, along with a 
further ID for each client who wants to 
edit pages using InContext Editing.

 Charging for the InContext service
At the time of going to press, Adobe is currently offering the InContext 
service free of charge while it’s in beta. No long-term pricing has yet 
been announced, but the suggestion is that charges will be 
subscription based.
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
