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12	  Mark out some veins, then duplicate the three parts that make up your leaf 
half and flip them vertically. Apply new gradients and add a stem.

13	  You can use different kinds of 
distortions, such as twists, so that your 
leaves don’t look the same. Convert each 
leaf to a symbol. You’ll use a lot of 
leaves, so converting them to symbols 
lowers the size of your document. You 
can find my finished leaves on the disc.

14	  Take the first leaf you created 
and change the gradient of its left side 
to make it darker, then distort it so it 
looks as though the wind is folding it in 
half. Repeat this for as many of the 
leaves as you wish.

15	  Place your leaves in the composition. Play with 
different perspectives on both the background and foreground, 
and with different levels of Gaussian Blur. Add extra shadow to 
the letters where the leaves fly over them.

11	  Cut the leaf into three parts with the Cutter tool, 
then apply a different gradient of green for each.
