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13  Create a new layer in between your two monster eye 
shapes and begin adding colour to the eyeball and the dagger. 
You might want to add some shading here to create some extra 
depth. Experiment!

14  In the same Monster Eye folder, but below all your new colour layers, create 
a new layer. Use the Freeform Pen tool to draw your drips of blood coming down from 
the monster eye. Then create a new layer above all the other layers and draw the drops 
coming from the dagger wound. 

15  Now, as with the mountain line and red background shapes, use the texture 
PSDs to give the elements a vintage look. Don’t go too overboard here – use the 
corners of the shapes provided to subtly eat into your elements.

16   Open the fi le CMYK Dot Matrix.psd. Select All (Ctrl/
Cmd+A) and then cut and paste a layer into your main artwork, 
above your red background. Select Colour Burn as the layer 
mode and use the Rectangle Marquee tool to cut it down to fi t 
within the guides.

17 Now open the fi le Typography.eps in Illustrator and 
begin positioning the elements individually in your main 
artwork so they are similarly placed to what’s in the screen 
grabs. I drew the text referencing examples in my book, but you 
may want to try sourcing your own.

18 Once your type is set, colour 
up the text elements so they use the 
same colour scheme as the rest of the 
piece. Finally, add some texture to the 
main title text and, with a few positional 
adjustments, you should be done.
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
