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background graphic has been positioned in the body
element of the site, 204 pixels from the top and flush
left. It also fades on the right edge to the colour
#F2EFD7 in order to remain seamless in the browser
of users with larger monitor resolutions.

In order for our users to have
an enJoyable experience reading the
content on the site, we should add a

simpler background behind the content.

To do this, copy and paste the third
block of code onto line 120 of the
screen.css file. Return to Firefox and
refresh to see the updated results.

Next, copy and paste the fifth
block of code from the code_blocks.txt
file on to line 146 of the screen.css file
This code will use relative positioning to
move the link 91 pixels up from its
current position on the page, layering it
above the main photograph. Return to
Firefox and refresh to see the result.

We now need to return to Dreamweaver
and add the top portion of the background to the
site by pasting the second section of code from
code_blocks.txt to line 73 of the screen.css file.

line up perfectly with the background graphic.

Now the text is legible again,
|ntrod uce more texture to this area to
make it more harmonious with the site
as a whole. Copy the first line from the
next section of code_blocks.txt to line
133 of screen.css. Repeat this, copying
the second piece of code from code_
blocks.txt to line 156 of screen.css.

The site is starting to look
pretty textured now, but in order to
really polish it off we will add a couple
more hand-rendered elements. So,
return to Dreamweaver and paste the
two pieces from the sixth block of
code onto lines 171 and 176 of the
screen.css file.

Return to Firefox and refresh the page to see the
results. Our next step will be to move the ‘Schedule a
Consultation’link above the image and turn it into a button.
This will make the link more visually appealing and also draw
more attention to it, hopefully incurring more action by the
site’s users. Start this process by typing ‘overflow: hidden; on
line 138 of the screen.css file.
