






12   Using the Pen tool, scribble randomly to 
create long, spirally lines, as if they are streams of 
confetti. The more sporadic, the better. Place them 
in areas that help to balance out the piece.

13   Create new shapes and lines using the 
Pen tool in a contrasting colour, something like 
purple or yellow. Outline the strokes, like we did 
earlier. Overlap them and play around with rotating 
them. I personally feel that the piece looks a lot 
better if not too much consideration has gone into 
it, but do be considerate with the positioning of the 
shape in the next step...
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15   And that’s the 
fi nal piece! The bold colour 
really contrasts against the 
monotone beneath. The key 
to this style of illustration is 
trusting yourself to get 
really nice effects 
accidentally. Obviously 
there has to be a certain 
degree of creativity and 
conscious design to it, 
but the random shapes 
and blurs really add to the 
lively effect.

14   Now this is when the piece really comes to life. Play around with your Opacity and Effects options, 
and try using a Multiply or Colour Dodge to get unusual effects, making the colours bleed into the gradients 
and creating blurs.
