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14	 With the new SKAFFS Text composition selected, press the ‘Toggle Switches/
Modes’ button to access the Mode drop-down menu. Here you can apply a different 
blending mode to the composition, to easily create some cool effects. I chose the 
Overlay option.

15	  To add a layer style, with the SKAFFS Text layer selected, go to Layer>Layer 
Styles>Outer Glow. Then open Text>Layer Styles> Outer Glow, and change the 
following: Blend Mode to Multiply; Opacity to 75%; Colour to Eyedropper (choose a 
darkish background colour); Size to 10.0; and Range to 50.0%.

16	   You can also add special Burn effects to the SKAFFS text composition, as After Effects offers an 
amazing array of effects. To create the impression of the text burning into the page, select the SKAFFS_Text 
layer, and go to Effect>Stylize>CC Burn Film. Then add keyframes – select 00:12 on the timeline and change 
Burn to 100%, then select 01:12 on the timeline and change Burn to 0%.

17	  Not only can you add effects to compositions, you can also add them to 
other assets, such as JPEG files. To add some dust and scratch effects to the 
background, select the ‘SKAFFS_background.jpg’ layer, and go to Effect>Noise & 
Grain>Dust & Scratches. Add keyframes: select 00:00 on the timeline and change 
Radius to 255%. Then go to 01:00 on the timeline and change Radius to 0%.

18	   Finally, add some screen-shake when the kick drum hits the ground. With the ‘SKAFFS_back-
ground.jpg’ layer selected, open Transform and change the Position. Add keyframes: select 00:08 on the 
timeline and change the Keyframe Position y to 205, and at 00:09 change the Keyframe Position y to 210. 
Then go to time 00:20 and change the Keyframe Position y to 205. Copy all three keyframes and paste at the 
following times: 01:09, 01:12, 02:08, 03:09, 03:12, 04:08, 05:09, 05:12. Lastly, export your finished video.

	 Layer changes
	 In the Timeline window, to quickly view any changes you have made to a layer, select 
the layer and press the letter ‘U’ twice.
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
