














Mix it up in After Effects 59
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1 6 Select Layer>New>Camera. In the camera settings choose 28mm from the camera Preset

drop-down menu. Click OK. Twirl down Camera 1’s options at 00.00 in the timeline. Select ‘Point of interest

(POI)"and Position, and click the Stopwatch icons to plot keyframes. Select the Track XY Camera tool and click

in the composition viewer. Drag right to move the camera so that the door and window are framed in view. 17 Use the Track Z Camera tool to zoom out until the door, girl and railings can
be seen. Scrub along the timeline to 01.15 and plot keyframes for POl and Position.
Use the Track Z Camera tool to move along to the right of the new house composition.
Plot more keyframes at 04.08 and move the camera over until the girl is almost
entering the centre frame.

1 8 At this point create a new camera with a preset of 35mm. Position this
directly above the keyframes you have just plotted. This will produce a‘cut’to a
close-up of the girl. Plot POl and Position keyframes for this layer and use the camera

tools to zoom into the scene. Plot POl and Position keyframes at 06.21 and move the 1 9 Preview your work by hitting 0 on your keyboard to RAM preview. Export the movie by hitting Ctrl
camera slightly to the right. and M to call up the After Effects render options, where you can export the clip to your preferred format.
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
