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19	  Unless you’re lucky enough to have an A3 scanner, once you’ve done the 
neater inks, you’ll need to scan in two A4 pages and combine them in Photoshop (you’ll 
find my kung fu example on your cover disc, if you want to use that). Adjust the 
contrast and make the ink truly black, tidying up anything that you need to with the 
Brush tools.

21	  As you build the image up, you can easily explore ways to take it in different 
directions. I decided to make the background pretty dark and lift the lettering out 
brightly. Using the lettering as a layer mask, paste some of the calligraphy scan into it 
to help the piece feel dynamic.

22	  You’ve now created three very different pieces in terms of style and theme for your portfolio, and 
hopefully had some fun in the process. Now, while it’s fresh, get it printed and out there – hopefully someone 
will then want to commission you for something similar.

20	  Save the file in an A4-size version and start to build the image depth. The key to success here is 
using the layer blending modes to enhance the mood – you could bring in a large calligraphy detail from the 
original scan and set the layer to Soft Light, for example.
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
