










19	  Save this layered file, then save a separate flattened version (Layer>Flatten Image). The flattened 
version can be lowered to 300 or 350dpi, since this is often what is needed for printing. Keeping the layered 
file allows for easy future editing and changes.  

20	  Close the layered file. Using your flattened file, double-click on the 
Background layer and make it Layer 0. This enables you to edit the background as you 
would any other layer.  

21	  Use the Magic Wand and uncheck the box next to Contiguous then select 
the white areas surrounding your letters. Click Delete. You should be left with your 
letters on top of a transparent background.

22	  Now choose File>New Document, and make sure it is the same DPI and Colour Mode as your other 
one. Select the Lasso tool, and copy and paste individual letters into the new document to form whatever 
words you like. Once you have spelt your word, select Layers>Flatten Image, and save your final piece.
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	 Disappearing act
	 Once it’s time to colour your line work, consider making some of your lines ‘disappear’. 
You can do this by either making them white like the background, or the same colour as the letter 
itself. This will allow more of a play between shapes, rather than a play between lines. 
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
