










17	  The word ‘To’ is disappearing, so create another layer beneath the type, pick up a rounded stroke 
and, using the Eyedropper to select from the colours in the type, draw a layer beneath the ‘T’. Make this layer 
into an Overlay too.

18	  It might be decorative, but the type needs to remain perfectly legible. If the 
‘and’ looks off – as it does here – use the Lasso tool to select and drag it to a new 
central position, and move the word ‘Mend’ down slightly. You’ll have to do the same 
manoeuvre for both copies of the type layer.

19	  Time to add some decorative elements. Search an image library for pictures of diamonds – I’ve 
used photos of Swarovski crystals here. Drop them into the image, sprinkle them liberally, and adjust their 
colours by selecting Image>Hue/Saturation, and clicking Colorized. This enables you to turn black-and-white 
art into any colour of your choice. Use the Hue/Saturation sliding scales to find the colour you’re happy with.

20	  To add detail to your wooden background texture, drop some of the ink blots 
you made in step 3 onto a new Multiply layer at 50% Opacity. You could also try 
drawing on a faded coffee-cup ring or two, using a shade of brown sampled from the 
ink blots. Finally, layer some decorative illustrations over the top at 60% Opacity (or 
use ScannedEmbroidery.psd on your cover disc) to complete your picture. 
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
